I have provided answers to your questions below. In the future, please keep in mind that our weekly reports of
significant FOIA activity generally include requests that were received during that week or in the week prior. As
such, the status is usually that the request has been received and is in the process of being acknowledged or tasked
to components for search. For a more detailed status update, you may want to wait two-to-three weeks before
asking for a status update. Until a search is conducted, we may not have answers to questions like “are [the
reports] classified?”

Also, please be advised that FOIA requestors are only required to provide a reasonable description of the records
sought (i.e. enough information to allow us to conduct an adequate search for records). In many cases, at this
initial receipt of request stage, our knowledge of the requested records is limited to the information provided in
the FOIA request.
