Alarm Object {AO}

One or more objects put together that forces the EDS machine to interpret the object as a possible threat.
Alarm Objects must alarm consistently on all machines.

Alarm {Object} Information File (AIF)
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Human readable JPG that has the xray image [rom the L-3 6000 EDS machine with callouts of the items
that make up the alarm object. Also in the file is a picture of alarm object and the decision that make the
alarm object either clear, suspect or obvious.

AT-1

TSA acquired several Rapiscan and Smiths AT X-ray units as commercial products. This version of the
unit {out of the box} is referred to AT-1 Specification.

AT-2

compliant. This specification is referred to AT-2.

ATI Anomaly

An item that appears in the AIT image that is inconsistent with normal body parts. These are items which
require secondary screening to resolve.

Bad Actor

A fictional threat image with performance at or below the false alarm level, Bad actors are routinely
removed from 1mage libraries until such time as additional training can be performed and they become
viable for statistical analysis.

Bag Information File (BIF)

JPG file that shows the Rapiscan 620 DV xray image of a bag with callouts of common objects within the
xray image, also included in this file is a photo layout of the bag and its contents.

Body Information File

A human readable file which shows the model’s body with face blurred, and anomalies placed on a
mannequin as normal photographs and the corresponding AIT image all with call-outs to support training
objectives.

Canonical View

The most common viewpoint that the threat is normally found in.

Clutter

Normal items carried by passengers in their luggage which “clutter” an x-ray image.

Combined Alarm Image (CAI)

File of a bag constructed with one or more than one alarm objects and appropriate bag clutter. CAls
contain a photo of the bag alarm object, ancillary alarms and contents, along with an L-3 Screen Capture.
A fully documented CAI includes the energy files and screen shots from all EDS platforms supported.
The combined alarm object (AOs plus clutter} must consistently alarm on all machines.

Combined Threat Image {(CTI)

Image of threat that is placed in a bag and scanned on the TRX and Auto EDS platforms.

Image Blending Algorithm

Image blending is performed when two x-ray images (generally a threat and clear bag) are brought
together through an OEM based proprietary algorithm, Unlike combining photos using commonly
available photo software, images are blended at the data or cnergy level mathematically first, and then
processed through the image presentation algorithm for projection on the screen.

MIMIC Algorithm

TRX Simulator uses a MIMIC algorithm to replicate blending and coloring, as well as user interaction
with the system to replicate within the closest visual paramours to the real TSE. MIMIC algorithms are
approved by a joint working group of LM, TSL, and TSA persennel who assess the fidelity of the screen
presentation against that produced by the actual TSE.

On-Linc Learning Center (OLC)

Scan Information File (SIF)

Set of 36 scans/images associaled with a single model containing photos, scan views, and call-out labels
for both model and mannequin.
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Securily Technology Integrated Program (STIP)

The program that networks transportation sccurity equipment to enhance HQ's ability to control scttings
and manage image libraries.

SENSITIVE SECURITY INFORMATION (SSI)

As stipulated in 49CFR Part 1520; SS1 is information that TSA/FAMS has determined must be protected
from improper disclosure in order to ensure transportation security. Training on SSI will be conducted

annually for all LMTT personnel participating in the FFDO Program.
Soft CTIT

A CTI created through a systemic approach using data. The difference between a soft CTI and CTT is the
CTI is an image file, and the soft CTI is a data file.

STATEMENT OF WORK (SOW)

This is the document that details the scope of work that the Federal Government is expecting the
contractor to provide during a specific period of performance.

STIP Library Update

A STIP Library Update package includes a full image library, command and control files in the format
necessary to upload the STIP server and cach type of STIP TSE. Thas includes a different format for each
OEM and class of equipment.

Task Order Manager/Assistant Task Order Manager (TOM/ATOM)

A member of the contract team designated by the contractor to direet the admimstrative activitics of the
Task Order Programs and to perform the functions of the Project Manager.

TIL/TKIT

This is the TME&I government contractor created/supported database that contains the Threat Image
Library (TIL) Repository, Threat Kit (TKIT) Database, and associated data from the TIP database. This
information will be made available online to provide access to all threat items and images with
association to their respective threat items. Additionally, Image performance data is captured from TIP
and represented with image data, and all kit activity is made available online. Data is updated regularly as
work occurs allowing the government to follow progress in real time.

TIP 1A February Specification

This is a specification that has not been implemented which changes category names specifically [ED to
explosive.

TIP 1A November Specification

The currently fielded TIP specification for legacy equipment. This specification continues to refer to
explosives as IEDs in terms of category and supports TRX-U. TIP images released under this spec begin
in number starting with 2000.

TIP AT Library Update

A TIP library update focused on AT systems, currently AT-1 using TLUS and TLU methodologies—but
including images with all views supported by the TSE.

TIP Imagc Library

A TIP image library is created based upon TSA requirements and tagged by month and year, for example
October 2007. The library includes a collection of images sclected based upon TSA prioritics. The
contractor attempts to normalize each threat category based upon available images. Bad actors and
images that provide little or no training value are excluded from libraries.

TIP Library Creation Software (TLCS)

TIP library creation software is used to create TIP Library Update Software (TLUS). The software is an
OEM provided custom application that allows LM to place images in specific folders and establish
specific machine stetting by category airport and generate an auto installation package for the particular
type of equipment.

TIP Library Naming Convention

The convention used to name a particular TIP library. This naming convention is governed by the most
current specification for the TSE in question. Specifications currently affecting TIP library naming
include the TIP LA, AT-1, STIP, and TRX-U specifications.
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TIP Library Update

A TIP library update disk leverages on-board software from specific TSE to install and update TIP
libraries and users. Typically, the on-board software will walk the user through the varicus screens
required to facilitate system configuration.

TIP Library Update Software (TLUS)

TIP library update software is an auto executing software application that automatically installs the TIP
library and machine specific settings by the TIP administrator.

TIP TRX Library Update

A TIP library update focused on legacy TRX systems including TLUS and TLU update methodologies.

Training Library

A group of images used in training that can not be used in testing at any poeint in future, unless the image
is of such a nature that it will appear in only one way regardless of presentation (e.g., empty bin). Once a
CTI is deployed in training it can never be used in testing for that population of people.

A clear bag 1s a bag captured without any prohibited items in it. This bag should not be determined by the
TSO to require secondary screening.

TRX Simulator FTI

An FTT that is captured on the Rapiscan 3D20 for legacy systems or the Rapiscan 620DV for AT and

TRX Simulator Test Distribution

A test distribution 1s a scparately installable test package for TRX Simulator. TRX Simulator may have
one and only one test distribution at any time. When updated, all data associated with the prior
distribution is archived until the next update, at which time the data is deleted. The test distribution also
contains data to manage communications protocols with OLC, TSA’s Sharc Point, and PASS On-Linc.

TRX-U Library Updatc

Unigue Threat Bag

A unique threat bag is a combination of threat and clear bag in with the threat in a particular orientation
and viewpoint angle.

View Point Angle

The positioning of a threat based upon the X and Y axis. TRX Simulator use:
angles, where as TIP uses free-form viewpoint angles. An example of a viewpoinT angle would be

Delineations of the referential integrity (primary key/foreign key) of data schemas

however other formats, such as Visio, DLL, database scripts or format specified by TSA EDM project
team shall be accepted.  All additional known data models (e.g., Logical Data Model (LDM) Conceptual
Data Model (CDM), Physical Data Model (PDM), Data Flow Diagrams {DFD)) depicting TSA-specific
data are required. Referential integrity alse needs to be addressed for all parent/child or primary
key/foreign key relationships within these models.

All metadata shall be pre-defined upon delivery to TSA, Metadata shall be delivered in a format that is
readily interpretable by TSA (e.g. metadata shall be extracted from any metadata repository that is not
utilized by TSA and delivered in a TSA approved manner). Metadata shall also provide an indication of
historical verses the most current data to be used, as well as frequency of data refreshes.

The contractor shall adhere to providing a Data Management Plan (DMP), as defined by the TSA
Enterprise Data Management (EDM} project team, which includes conceptual and logical data models,
along with a data asset profile. Any data exchanges with other DHS Components shall adhere to DHS
data exchange standards using the National Information Exchange Model (NIEM). All required artifacts
will be provided to the TSA EDM project team.

Note: The following definitions pertain o the previous paragraphs:

An ERD is a diagram used to identify the topics of interest (entities) and their connections to each
other (relutionships).

An LDM in systems engineering is a vepresentation of an organization’s data, organized in teyms of
entities and relationships and is independent of any particular data management technology.

‘A CDM is a high-level model that is considered a useful first step in documeniing and describing
the fundamental nature of the organization’s data. It serves as the foundation for providing u
comnon vocabulary and for understanding the overall structure of data, and for normalizing data
access to support improved information sharing. In a CDM, fundamenial things of significance

to the business organization are represented. A CDM usually includes data objects and the
corresponding core relationships in terms of the business user.

A PDM is a representation of a data asset design which rakes into account the fucilities and
constraints of a given database management system (DBMS). It is typicaily derived from a

logical data model, though it may be reverse-engineered from a given database implementation.

The PDM can usually be used to calculate storage estimates and may include specific storage
allocation details for a given database system. There is no sharp dividing line between a CDM and an
LDM. Similarly, there (s no sharp dividing line between an LDM and a PDM. Depending on the
developers and their requirements, details may appear in one model or the other. Each model should
be constructed down to the level of detail that makes the model useful to the intended audience.”’

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Lockheed Martin assumes the frequency, complexity, and volume of OTT directed reports will not
cxceed the resources dedicated and priced for this effort. LM will notify OTT of resource limitations
when needed and request prioritization of tasking to mitigate schedule conflicts and/or request
additional funds and a 90-day minimum notification for increased staffing/resources.

Lockheed Martin assumes the frequency, complexity, and volume of OTT requested presentation
support will not exceed the resources dedicated and priced for this effort. LM will notify OTT of
resource limitations when needed and request prioritization of tasking to mitigate resource conflicts
and/or request additional funds and a 90-day minimum notification for increased staffing/resources.

LM assumes that when a conflict in requirement exists between OTT and OIT that OTT will resolve
the conflict and provide updated requirements. LM assumes that these types of requirements change
do not affect level of effort required to maintain and manage the laptops.

LM assumes that TSA will maintain responsibility for ensuring that the users they nominate for

Changes 1n the IT environment, including hardware, software, sccurity, and nctwork topography, may
impact Lockheed Martin’s ability to troubleshoot and repair simulation products.
